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Keep the Church Bells Ringing

From Laura Krekorian, Junior Warden

Over the past eight months
or so, we have been having
some problems with the
ringing of the bells. They are
programmed to ring each
day at 9 AM, 12 PM and 5
PM, but as of late, they have
become unreliable, even
stopping in mid  -song,
sometimes not ringing at all.
Many hours have been spent
troubleshooting the issues
with no real apparent
solution. So, | called the
Verdin Company, who
installed our system, and |
met with Jeff Lewis for a free
of charge inspection of the
equipment currently in use.

The Bad News: The current
system is 20+ years old and

all of the music is on tapes
that are played in a cassette
system that is amplified and
played through exterior
speakers.

Daffodil Update é

The tapes are worn out and
the player is failing. The
system cannot be repaired or
replaced and the cassettes
are no longer made.

The Good News:

The speakers are in good
shape and can be reused. The
amplifiers are in good shape
and can be reused.

We only need to replace one
component - the tape player.
The Verdin Co. recommended
a programmable, digitized
unit that can play up to 1000
hymns, can play in three
different carillon/bell tones

and can be programmed for
100 different events.

More Bad News:

To replace this component,
we need about $5,900.00. If
the entire unit were to need
replacing , the cost would be
$8,000 - $10,000.

More Good News: The
Verdin Company has had
success with a fund raising
project that involves the
parish and even the
community. Sponsors can
purchase a day when the
bells will ring in honor of a
loved one (similar to
purchasing flowers for the
altar) The names could be
published in the Sunday
bulletin and/or the Rising.
The Verdin Company has
even had donors who like to
contribute year after year.
With our high -profile Main
Street location, Jeff Lewis
felt we also had a good
opportunity to reach out to
the community.
