Church Worship as Christian Education  

Church School classes have ended for the summer and Phase II of the Christian Ed. program has begun.  

Phase II involves participating in Sunday worship.  The Church School classes (Phase I) basically teach our 

young people Bible stories and church history while Phase II teaches the children  how to conduct them-

selves in church and fully participate in the worship service.  The lessons read, the sermon, music and 

prayers are all part of the child's Christian Education.   Fr. Wayne provides the material, YOU the parent are 

the teacher.    It is your responsibility to help them follow along  with the service.  As they  follow the service 

using the prayer book,  recite the  prayers and sing along with the parish  they will begin to more fully       

experience and enjoy Sunday worship.  Here are a couple of suggestions for children in church: 

 1.  Sit closer to the front.  When a child can see what is going on they will be more engaged. 

 2.   Be present with the child.  Help them to follow along and briefly explain what is happening  

       when needed. 

 3.   Discourage your child from bringing in  toys or sitting on the floor coloring.  These are things       

       that can be done at home and take away from the value of being in church. 

 4.  Child friendly hymns and children's homilies will be presented throughout the summer.  

 5.  If your child needs a break take them outside for a bit of fresh air and a chance to stretch. 

 6.  For toddlers who are not yet able to read special PICTURE Prayer Books are available in the    

      back of the church so the child can follow the service by matching the pictures with what is    

      happening during the service. 

 7.   Make sure your child is included in the passing of the peace.  Every child is an important   

       member of the parish. 

Our  Christian Education experience never ends.  We are constantly learning and each week in church adds 

to our knowledge and love of God.  Please help your child to establish a strong foundation as they begin 

their Christian journey with Christ.

We are anxious to begin this 

important work since Ascension is at a crossroad where 

each of us must decide what my ministry at Ascension 

means to me. 

I have had the good fortune to move to several very different 

parts of our country during 41 years of marriage, and my first 

stop in each new community has always been ñthe Churchò.  

From the church of my childhood where I was married on 

the north shore of Boston, to Cape Cod, to Savannah, to 

Houston, to New Jersey and now here to Ascension, the 

Church has been an anchor for my life in each new place. 

The contrast of the physical aspects of these special places 

of worship is interesting. From the old established church in 

Peabody, Massachusetts to the brand new sanctuary in 

Houston, (the paint was still drying on my last Sunday 

there), to the ancient building in Freehold, New Jersey that 

was a field hospital for both sides during the battle of     

Monmouth in the revolutionary war, Iôve been privileged to 

come to Ascension in all its beauty. The common thread 

among these places is that in each place I considered    

myself a caretaker of the ministry of those who had come 

before me, while making a commitment to those who would 

follow me.  

This is a very exciting time in the life of Ascension. We have 

been blessed with Fr. Wayneôs commitment to all of us. It is 

now up to us to consider what our contribution to             

Ascensionôs ministry will be.  

Some years ago, as a Parish we identified several specific 

ministries that were important to all. There has been       

significant progress in some of these initiatives. The      

Outreach committee has identified several issues worthy of 

our consideration and the entire parish has very generously 

supported the Jonnycake Center. Sandy Arnold and our 

dedicated Church School teachers have established an 

exciting new curriculum for growing numbers of children. 

Fred Buck has worked diligently to be sure that Ascension 

has a presence in all community print media each week. In 

addition, many volunteers make things happen at          

Ascension every week.  

All of these efforts are greatly appreciated, but now we 

have  entered a new place in Ascensionôs history ï how will 

that history be written? Where are we going to ñspendò our 

time, talent and treasure? How will we define our          

commitment to the future of Ascension? From the      

Treasurerôs report in the June edition of the Rising it is 

clear that financially we are not presently able to meet our 

monthly bills for essential services such as utilities. If we 

believe that the ministry of Ascension should go beyond 

keeping the lights on, our financial commitment to         

Ascension will need to be reconsidered. We will be       

discussing these issues as we approach the fall, but I   

personally am asking that each member of Ascension   

consider our future with prayer and reflection on the      

ministry of Ascension. With Godôs help, we have every  

opportunity to make this the best of times in the history of 

Ascension.
